0 How to Practice
* The learner should practice swinging at speed in order to
maximise the potential distance they can hit the ball

* If the learner is able to generate more speed they will increase
their potential for distance

* The focus here is just on generating speed, learners should
not worry about making perfect contact

This logic applies for carrying a bag, or driving a cart, and is a habit that the learners should adopt early on to improve the
experience for everyone on the course.

In Swing Thoughts

Highlight to learners that as they are starting out they will have many thoughts running through their heads. Tips they
have heard from you, other learners, and more experienced golfers.

Provide some reassurance to learners that they are not expected to remember all the tips provided to them, in fact it is
more preferable to think about just one or two things whilst practicing and playing until they become automatic.

Learners should understand why a poor shot has happened, but not have to think of a new thought each swing in order
to fix it!

other skills we recommend having one of the stations set up as a
secondary skKill.
