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Class Layout and Setup

The graphic opposite provides an example image of how we suggest you
layout your class so that the learning outcomes and activities can be
delivered in a safe, fun and engaging manner. We suggest running the
class as follows:

e Station 1 is the Challenge Station. This is where the child, under the
supervision of the coach, can attempt the Mastering the Game
Challenge to achieve their Achiever Sticker, virtual reward on GLF.
Connect and work towards their pins and hats

e Stations 2 and 3 are Game Stations. At these stations the children play
in pairs or play the games independently with occasional supervision
from the coach

e Station 4 is the Free Practice Station. It is at this station the child can
develop their fundamentals under guidance from the coach, away from
any form of game or competitive play. Those in the Practice Station
rotate with their partner in the Challenge Station. You may decide the lay
out a technical drill if appropriate for the child

e Children should play in pairs, with stations 1 and 2 being a pair, another
pair at station 3 and the last pair at station 4

e Children should rotate around the stations, with each pair spending
approximately 8 minutes to spend at each station. Each child should get
an opportunity at each station during the class

e Safety is your top priority when running your class, please remember to;

* Add your orange safety cones behind each station to identify to
the juniors where they are required to stand when not hitting from
the hitting station

 Dividers should be used to identify the hitting stations

» Baskets should be placed to the side of the golfers and behind the
hitting area

* Juniors should never go in front of the hitting stations to collect a
golf ball or golf club

» Juniors should always exit the hitting stations from the rear by
crossing the orange safety cones

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How to Play

« Split the children into two even teams

 Mark out 10 hoops, approximately 1 yard apart in a
line or in a curve

« Half the group starts at one end, the other half starts
at the other

» The first child from each side bunny hops along the
hoops until they meet in the middle

« They play Rock, Paper, Scissors when they meet. The
winner continues along the line, the loser runs to the
back of their group, and the next player on that team
bunny hops to meet their opponent

« This continues until one of the groups gets to the other
side of the line of cones or the coach calls time on the
game. If the coach calls time, the team that is closest
to the oppositions’ end wins

Progression Ideas

e Explore FMS during the game
e Change the distance between the hoops

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Reinforcing positive behaviours

There are lots of ways to reinforce the positive
behaviours we want to see in your junior golfers.

Non-verbal reinforcement:

e« Thumbs up
e Nod of your head
« Asmile

Personal verbal reinforcement:

e “Love that attitude”
o “That’s the attitude we’re looking for”
« “Great effort, keep it up”

Group reinforcement:

« Stop the class, get everyone together, and highlight
the behaviour you observed, and why you liked it

« Awarding the Achiever reward at the end of the lesson
is a great opportunity to reinforce positive behaviours

» Be sure to pinpoint two or three moments in the lesson
that stood out to you and praise the children involved

Use the lesson to practice playing safely, give the children
responsibility to choose where to start from in order to play
safely.

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How to Play

e Child number 1 starts and attempts to hit their shot to the target

e Then the next child attempts their shot. The player who hits it
nearest to the target moves the cone one place to their side

e The winner is the one who gets the centre white cone to their end
cone

Progression Ideas

e Vary the target on each shot
o Vary the distance between the tee box and the green
e Add hazards for penalty cones

e Add different targets to increase the number of moves across the
cones

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How to Play

e Children take it in turns to do a standing long jump from the first
set of cones, seeing if they can jump past the next two sets of
cones

e After jumping as far as possible they then try to hit the ball as far
as possible

e The children take it in turns to do this, each time trying to beat
their personal best long jump, and furthest shot

Progression Ideas

o Vary the movement before each shot, furthest hop, throw, etc.
e Add different targets to aim for when hitting
e Use different clubs to see which ones go the furthest
